This is a followup Mrs. Baker who has chronic kidney disease and hyperlipidemia.  Last visit in August.  No hospital visit.  Blood pressure at home variable but for the most part well controlled.  She donates blood every 58 days.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system is being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Crestor.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 124/84.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory or cardiovascular problems.  No edema or neurological deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries creatinine 1.1 if anything improved as she used to be 1.2, 1.3.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.
2. Normal electrolytes and acid base.
3. Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
4. No anemia.
5. Well controlled cholesterol.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
