On 10/15/2024, labs came back with an A1c of 6.0, the patient was started on Ozempic. He went to the pharmacy, he could not fill it due to the cost and has not taken anything for his diabetes since ______ the clinic. He has not lost any significant weight or had any lightheadedness or dizziness since then. At this time, he only requests the losartan due to the expense of the Ozempic medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake , alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Hypertension and diabetes.
PLAN: Advised the patient that we will refill his losartan as well as start him on a much more inexpensive and appropriate diabetes control medication of metformin and we will re-draw his labs in three months to see where his A1c is to adjust the medication dosage. Advised him being a diabetic he needs to do his yearly retinal exams as well as yearly foot exams, the patient agreed and stated that he would follow up as needed and discharged in stable condition.
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
