PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy and hernia repair.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake , alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
EXTREMITIES: Right Foot Focused Exam: Within normal limits capillary refill. DTRs are +2. Sensation noted decreased on the lateral edge. No tenderness to palpation. Full range of motion.
ASSESSMENT: Neuropathy.
PLAN: We will refill her gabapentin. Advised to continue followup for neuropathy testing with a neurologist. The patient was discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
