Ms. Holiday is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of unspecified severe protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient tells me that she is eating very little. She has no appetite. She has lots of neuropathy in her lower extremities despite being on Neurontin high dose. She continues to have pain. I offered her different medication and/or pain medication with the help of our medical director, but she declines.
She has anxiety. She has hyperlipidemia and gastroesophageal reflux. Her current left-sided MAC is 20 cm. She has continued to decline with weight loss, weakness, and overall debility. She also has a history of liver carcinoma, hypertension, which is contributing to her weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. KPS score is 40%. She is oriented to person, place, and time. Medications reviewed. The patient declined any type of pain medications at this time. Her O2 saturation and the blood pressure are stable at this time. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
