This is a history and physical examination on Aida Dougherty.

The patient is here since she switched PCP and she wants to be seen here.

This 71-year-old Asian female who smokes one-fourth pack a day for last 40 years. Alcohol only socially. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She says she recently had a biopsy of the right breast and it was positive so she saw Dr. Kinney at Texas Oncology in Louisville and she is scheduled to see her again in two weeks to schedule type of the surgery she might choose. She used to see Dr. Haq as a primary care physician for history of diabetes and hypertension.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes for last 20 plus years well managed according to her on metformin. She also has high blood pressure for which she takes amlodipine and losartan and she takes pravastatin for hyperlipidemia as well as one baby aspirin. Past medical history also includes history of parathyroidism and parathyroidectomy in 2011.

She is postmenopausal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inch tall female, weighing 172 pounds, and blood pressure 141/88.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Recently diagnosed early stage breast cancer, ductal cell carcinoma in situ grade 2, estrogen receptor 100% positive, progesterone 80% positive, and rest of the study is not back yet according to her the tumor was 1.8 cm.

2. History of diabetes.

3. History of hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, lipids, TSH, and await her reevaluation by her breast surgeon.
