PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy, tonsillectomy, C-section, cholecystectomy, Lap-Band and tubes in the ears.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period 01/23/25. She is married, 12 years. Her husband works in pipeline. She does not smoke. She does not drink.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 319 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98. Respirations 20. Pulse 71. Blood pressure 129/69.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: There is no swelling. There is good range of motion. There is no other abnormality of the foot. There is negative Homans sign.

X-rays of the foot and ankle are negative on the right side. Doppler study of the right foot, ankle, and leg is negative for DVT or PVD.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right leg pain.

2. Most likely musculoskeletal.

3. Celebrex 200 mg twice a day.

4. If it is not better after 7 to 10 days, must see a specialist.

5. X-rays discussed with the patient.

6. Doppler study discussed with the patient.
