EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
CHF, hyperlipidemia, recent fall, dyspepsia, hypertension, recent hip fracture needing ORIF and Alzheimer’s dementia with mood disorder.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is doing much better.  She will be seeing orthopedist for followup soon.  Her facial hematoma is improving a lot.  She is back to her baseline.
