We saw Mr. Zamora two weeks ago. We have drawn cytogenetics and flow cytometry on peripheral blood the results have come back negative for any genetic mutation such as JAK-2 mutation so his diagnoses is erythrocytosis cause unclear, it still could be polycythemia vera.

I have discussed with the patient the diagnoses and advised him to donate his blood every two to three months and keep his hemoglobin and hematocrit in normal range.
