The patient is seen after a fall off a bull riding with hurting his right hand hanging onto saddle hanging on before falling off. He states he can move his wrist, but painful.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Rides bulls.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Tenderness with painful range of motion to right wrist primarily lateral aspect increased with dorsiflexion. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had x-rays of right wrist without abnormalities.

IMPRESSION: Sprain, right wrist.

PLAN: Advised to follow RICE guidelines and to wear right wrist splint and to follow up with PCP as needed.
