CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough and flu-like symptoms with recent diagnosis of type A flu. He still states he has slight nausea. He describes loose stools one to two times a day, last yesterday. He also describes feeling depressed and lethargic for the past 10 days. He was given amoxicillin before without benefit. He states he was not worried that he had type A flu; the patient notified per chart.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Chronic myelogenous leukemia.

SOCIAL & FAMILY HISTORY: He is here with wife; recent flu.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Loose stools for the past two weeks, better today. History of recent labs by cardiologist. He states he was started on B12 shots for anemia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress, lethargic 1+. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without tenderness or hepatomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Because of history, the patient had lab work including electrolytes, CBC, thyroid-stimulating hormone, and B12 level. Also, chest x-ray obtained with increased markings noted in the right lower lobe without definite or clear infiltrate.
IMPRESSION: Type A flu with bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was given Zithromax and Medrol 4 mg Dosepak. Given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone 5 mg. To follow up in two days if not better and review lab work. Otherwise, to follow up in MD Anderson for any worsening.
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
