The pain is approximately 6/10 increased with motion is non-radiating and is localized the lateral surface of his right lower extremity just above his ankle.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies increase temperature. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Denies chills or myalgia. Denies shortness of breath, cough, or bloody sputum with cough or weight loss.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 113/64.

Pulse 66.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
Right lower extremity 1.4 cm abrasion with migrating erythema with tenderness and palpation. There is localized edema. No bleeding or discharge. No fluctuant. He has full range of motion of his ankle with no discomfort.
Neurovascular intact.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Abrasion right lower extremities.
2. Cellulitis localized right lower extremities.
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PLAN: In the clinic today, he received an injection Rocephin 1 gram IM. He was observed in the clinic for an additional 20 minutes then reevaluated and he report no side effects from the medication said he is began to feel a little better. The patient states last tetanus shot was less than 10 years ago. Tetanus is not indicated.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. He was sent home with the following medications: Septra DS 800 mg/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
