Dear Dr. Russoniello:

Thank you for referring Mr. Mason Chadwick (DOB: 04/23/2011).

As you know, the patient underwent recent surgery at Hoboken University Medical Center for removal of hardware and debridement of wound. Cultures taken in the OR were positive for Klebsiella. The patient was initially being treated with vancomycin and Rocephin. This was switched to monotherapy using ertapenem 1 g IV daily for six weeks.
The patient returns for a routine followup. The wound is healing well. There are no signs of purulence. The patient is still in a sling and has not started any physical therapy. The patient feels fine. Denies fever or chills. No other systemic complaints.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished and well-developed 13-year-old male, awake, alert and oriented x 3, accompanied by his mother.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 72, respiratory rate 12, and temperature 98.

HEAD: Normocephalic and atraumatic.

EYES: Normal.

EARS: Normal.
NOSE: Normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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Left clavicle incision is healing. There is some scar tissue and some irregularity where the surgery was performed. The patient is in a sling, has good mobility. Pulses are normal. Neurological examination is unremarkable.

LABS: Normal CBC. Normal comprehensive metabolic panel. Sed rate and C-reactive protein are normal.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Improvement in wound status post treatment for Klebsiella infection requiring removal of hardware. Sed rate, C-reactive protein and inflammatory markers are normal and the patient has completed six weeks of antibiotic therapy. The patient will follow up with you and has been told to call if any signs or symptoms develop I have discussed in detail. Option to continue antibiotic therapy for six months appears to be unnecessary at this time. The patient will hopefully have PICC line removed once you give the okay. He is looking forward to returning to school and normal activities.
Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
