Larry Brossia has been seen at this office for 28 years.

He has type I diabetes for many years and currently is treated with an insulin pump, OmniPod 5.

His overall blood sugar control has been fair and he has recently transitioned to a Beta Bionics iLet insulin pump with what appears to be, at least initially, smoother control of his sugar, as he becomes acquainted with new technology.

He has no apparent progressive complications from his diabetes apart from nephropathy.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump, Levoxyl 0.112 mg daily, lisinopril 5 mg daily, and simvastatin 20 mg daily.

Past history is notable for type I diabetes in addition to hypothyroidism, diabetic nephropathy, and dyslipidemia.

On examination, blood pressure 120/80, weight 165 pounds, and BMI is 24. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.2%

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with nephropathy and absence of other progressive complications. He also has hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto's thyroiditis and dyslipidemia.

Recent lab studies were satisfactory with GFR of 92, LDL cholesterol 97, TSH 2.33, and urine microalbumin over creatinine ratio of 22.

He continues on the insulin pump and has his meter downloaded and reviewed.

As I retire in the near future, he will require followup with a new endocrinologist, in due course.
