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This is a 95-year-old woman who is being recertified for hospice today with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. The patient’s changes from before include weight loss, decreased appetite, the patient is now staying in bed 12-16 hours a day. The patient’s appetite is much diminished according to the family. KPS score is at 40%. She is eating 5-10% of her meals now and only when it is pureed and sometimes she refuses to eat. This has caused weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting even though she cannot stand up for the weight to be measured. Nevertheless, she remains ADL dependent 6/6 and bowel and bladder incontinent, no longer able to ambulate, which is again a change from before and using oxygen at 2 L because of shortness of breath and hypoxemia using that more often now than before which is also a change. She continues to decline. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and remains appropriate for hospice.
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
