Dear Mr. Anderson:

This is a follow-up for Mr. Thompson who has chronic kidney disease, prior chemotherapy for right-sided osteosarcoma.  Last visit in November.  AV fistula placed left-sided upper extremity vascular surgeon Saginaw.  No complications.  Also did have gallbladder gangrene removed by Dr. Cujoe, drain placed and removed, healing appropriately.  Eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies urinary symptoms.  Stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Has atrial fibrillation.
Review of System:  Otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Eliquis, metoprolol and diabetes cholesterol management.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 324, previously 307 and blood pressure by nurse 134/73.  Left-sided AV fistula developing very nice.  Lungs are distant clear.  No pleural effusion.  Irregular rhythm, atrial fibrillation rate 77.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness.  4+ edema up to the thighs.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries from January; creatinine 4.25 progressive overtime representing a GFR 15 stage IV-V.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.6.  Large red blood cells 108.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
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Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV-V.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Prior exposure to chemotherapy.  Fistula placed in November nicely developed.  Anemia no EPO treatment.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No nephrotoxic agents.  Blood pressure acceptable on beta-blockers.  Tolerating diabetes cholesterol management including Ozempic.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Remains anticoagulated for atrial fibrillation on Eliquis.  Plan to see him back in three months.  We start dialysis based on symptoms.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
