The patient presents with laceration to his right hand. He states he cut his hand on an old piece of barb wire working in his yard.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Laceration to the right dorsal hand x 2 cm. Remainder of physical exam including head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Chest: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Physical exam reveals a 2 cm laceration to the right dorsal hand, cleaned with Betadine soak, closed with 4-0 Prolene x 5.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Laceration to the right hand and history of asthma.

PLAN: Given tetanus toxoid. Refilled his Ventolin inhaler. The patient is to continue topical care, to follow up in 7-10 days for the removal of stitches.
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
