Baiyang Liu was seen for followup of previous hyperthyroidism secondary to Graves disease.

In 2022, she had hyperthyroidism secondary to Graves disease, which presented after a pregnancy and treated with PTU.

She has taken no antithyroid medications since April 2022.

On this visit, she had no specific complaints suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/66, weight 149 pounds, and BMI is 24. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The thyroid gland was above 1.5 times normal size and was firm in consistency with no neck lymphadenopathy and no nodules palpated. The peripheral exam was intact.

Recent Thyroid Function Test: Free T4 1.0 and TSH 1.66 both in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Graves disease, in remission after previous treatment with PTU.

RECOMMENDATIONS: As I retire in the near future, I recommend that she follow with her PCP in 6-12 months time for repeat thyroid function test.

No further investigations thought necessary at this time..
