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This is an 86-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice with endstage COPD. The patient is quite weak, short of breath at all times; on oxygen, complains of pain with any movement in the back most likely consistent with recurrent compression fracture. His KPS score is at 40%. The patient has total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, still continues to be awake but has bouts of confusion most likely related to hypoperfusion. Also, because of hypoxemia, the patient is found to be restless. He is now sleeping 12-14 hours a day. The patient also has four scabs, appear to be traumatic about the left knee that have shown prolonged healing. The patient has oxygen available. O2 sat on room air is borderline at 91% and the blood pressure is increased at 162/87. Given the natural progression of the patient’s disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
