CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after automobile accident resulting in right hand trigger finger and came today as a followup for neck pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed trigger finger in the right hand and it is painful and the patient has difficulty doing office chores as well as house chores and she never had this problem before the accident.
The neck pain is persistent and it is worse upon minimal exertion. The pain level is 7 or 8. The patient needs to be started on stronger pain medications.

Also, the patient is not able to work due to injuries.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, or falling down episodes.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Right hand examination reveals trigger finger and it is painful upon palpation. The patient is not able to make a fist and it is compromising her activities of daily living.
Cervical spine examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissue of the neck and range of movement is limited especially lateral flexion and extension. 
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
