HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old female here with vaginal discharge and painful urination. The patient states this has been going on for approximately for about a week now came in because of increased symptoms. She states whenever she urinates it smells.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 130/69.

Pulse 84.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Normal.

FACE: Tender frontal and maxillary sinuses.

NOSE: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

EAR: Right ear has an erythematous TM. TM is dull with effusion present. No mastoid tenderness. No tragal tug.

The patient has a tender fluctuant mass at tooth #5. No bleeding or discharge. Gingiva is erythematous. 
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Dental abscess.
2. Dysuria.
3. Vaginal discharge.

4. Right otitis media.
PLAN: The following test was done in the clinic today. Urinalysis reveals blood negative, leukocytes negative, nitrite and glucose is negative. The hematuria has been seen on many prior examinations in response to these findings we did. A CT scan with no significant finds except for tiny stones in the past.

Today, the patient received the following medications in the clinic.
1. Rocephin 1 gram IM.

2. Dexamethasone 10 mg IM.
She was sent home with the following prescription:

1. Cefdinir 300 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14.

2. Diflucan 150 mg one p.o. daily for one day #1. She was advised to hold his medication until she starts experiencing signs and symptoms of yeast infection.

3. Salonpas patch. She will use it to apply to for ongoing shoulder and knee pain.

The patient’s urine will be sent to the lab for the following. GC Chlamydia and culture. These are negative. The patient will be referred to OB/GYN.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
