CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 67-year-old African American male with a complaint of groin swelling.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 67-year-old male who reports groin swelling x 6 months. He notes that the symptoms are more pronounced on standing and worse with cough. He reports mild discomfort which he rates as 1/10. He notes again that symptoms are worsened with cough.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Significant for frequency and urgency only.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Exam reveals possible left inguinal hernia.
Of note, EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 84 beats per minute, nonspecific ST/T-wave abnormality and otherwise unremarkable.

PLAN:
1. CBC, chem-20, lipid panel, TSH, PSA, and CT of the pelvic region to evaluate pelvic mass.

2. Follow up in one month.
