HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother complaining of cough. She states he was seen one week ago by his primary care and today was the followup for the continued symptoms; however, the appointment was canceled and he does have continued cough. No fever, body aches, chills and congestion noted. The patient is autistic and unable to blow his nose or able to effectively expel mucus from his throat.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autistic.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane bulging. Appropriate light reflex. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Throat: Mild erythema. No edema. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Viral upper respiratory infection, postnasal drip, and cough.
PLAN: We will provide the patient with Bromfed for symptom management of the cough. Advised mother on Vicks VapoRub at nighttime and instruct the child on how to blow his nose as well as expel any mucus from the throat. Advised to follow up with primary care as needed and discharged in stable condition.
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
