She states child is pulling on her right ear. Denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea. Denies changes in activities.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, interactive. Moist mucous membranes.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 93/56.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.16.

HEENT: Right Ear: TM is erythematous. Dull to light reflex. Effusion is present, Effusion appears purulent. Nose: Congested with clear discharge from bilateral nares. Throat: No erythema. No edema. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No adventitious sounds. No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

The patient’s croup score is low.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media, right.

2. Fever.
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PLAN: Today, the patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #150 mL.

2. Prelone 15 mg/5 mL, mother will give 2.5 mL q.a.m. for 10 days, #25 mL.

3. Motrin 100 mg/5 mL 5 mL p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for fever.
