HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Josh is a 59-year-old gentleman comes in today complaining of redness, heat, swelling of the left lower extremity. He also has left knee swelling. He was out of town and saw someone at orthopedist clinic where they checked his left knee and they told him the x-rays were negative, so they did not give any medication. He also has a history of recurrent cellulitis of the left leg. This was below the knee. He has nothing to do with the knee swelling or knee pain, but he has developed some what looks like insect bites and some are secondary infected. Once again, the knee pain and the cellulitis are totally unrelated.

He is electrician. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He quit smoking 20 years ago. He has four children, married 28 years.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
MEDICATIONS: He does not take any medication.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: He does not know much about his father. Mother died some sort of cancer.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is rather obese. His wife states he snores a lot. He is tired all the time. He has swelling in his leg from time-to-time. He has recurrent cellulitis of the lower extremity.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 208 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97. Respirations 20. Pulse 57. Blood pressure 130/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
There is decreased range of motion on swelling about the left knee. There is also insect bites about the lower extremity on the left side.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Obesity.

2. Ultrasound of the liver revealed fatty liver.

3. He does have a huge prostate. He does have some prostate symptoms.

4. Check PSA.

5. Cellulitis of the lower extremity low-grade.

6. Insect bites as the cause of cellulitis.

7. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

8. He does have a Baker cyst behind the left knee.

9. Celebrex 200 mg b.i.d.

10. We did not re-x-rayed him because he had a negative x-ray just a day or two ago.

11. He needs an MRI of his leg.

12. He has had a cardiac catheterization in the past and was told that he had a good heart.

13. He does have right ventricular hypertrophy consistent with sleep apnea.

14. Check sleep study.

15. He needs a colonoscopy done. He is 59 years old with no family history of colon cancer. He can have a Cologuard done. 
16. Reevaluate in one week after blood work has been obtained.
17. Fatty liver.

18. Findings were discussed with Mr. Muniz before leaving this office.
