CC: Son concerned about the patient’s thrush.
HPI: A 91-year-old female who recently completed a course of Augmentin for cellulitis of her backside it started on 01/16/2025 so she would have completed it on 01/23/2025. The patient states her son has had to have a lot of antibiotics because of his own medical issues and states that he gets thrush and thinks that she has thrush and needs to be treated. When I talked to the patient I asked if she had noticed like a white film or if she was having any pain or discomfort in her tongue she said that she did not think she saw anything wrong with her tongue, but maybe that it hurts sometimes. I asked her how much was the influence of her son and she just kind of shook her shoulders. Based on son’s concerns, I did see the patient who was cooperative to being seen.
DIAGNOSES: Recent cellulitis of backside treated with Augmentin, HTN, anxiety disorder, hypothyroid, insomnia, GERD, HLD, OAB and OA severe both knees.
MEDICATIONS: Boudreaux’s Butt Paste to be applied to the gluteal cleft area a.m. and h.s. and after brief change, Detrol LA 2 mg ER one tab q.a.m. and 5 p.m., Zocor 20 mg h.s., MiraLax q.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., losartan 50 mg q.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.o.d., Senna Plus b.i.d., and Levsin 0.125 mg q.6h. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient alert, was having lunch and she ate everything without any discomfort.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/59, pulse 68, temperature 97.5, and respiratory rate 18.
HEENT: Tongue is smooth, flat, no noted vesicles or white film. The edges are clean and smooth.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels her wheelchair without difficulty. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2 to 3. Speech is clear. Can voice her needs and understands given information.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Concerns about thrush, post antibiotic use. Nystatin swish and swallow 5 mL p.o. q.i.d. x7 days and will follow up with her after completion.
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
