CC: Dry facial skin.
HPI: A 71-year-old female seen in room. She was dressed and sitting on her bed. She keeps her door locked as usual, but opened it and allowed me in. I told her I was there to see her. Staff had conveyed that she was having problems with dryness of her facial skin. She was quiet, but shook her head yes and allowed exam. On review of the patient’s medications, she had previously been prescribed hydrocortisone cream to apply to her face daily and apparently that is no longer effective.
DIAGNOSES: Facial skin dryness, MCI, BPSD of malingering and history of GI bleed.
MEDICATIONS: PEG powder q. MWF.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/78, pulse 64, temperature 97.3 and respirations 16.
NEURO: Makes eye contact. Soft-spoken. Clear speech. When I first came into the room, there was nothing unremarkable about her eyes, mouth or nose and then after I started to examine her and went to check her facial skin, her left eye, she had closed the lid on it, so that it was down while her right eye was open. She has done this before when I have spoken to her and states that there is something wrong with her eye. I told her that it could probably be opened if she used her hand and she did and it remained open the rest of the time.
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SKIN: Facial skin, there is thickness to the skin on her cheeks. There is mild pinkness greater on the left than on the right cheek. There is no warmth or tenderness to the skin and, on the left lower cheek, the skin has small bumps, no central head. I told her that I thought I knew what it was and asked her if she had ever heard of rosacea and she shook her head yes, but could not give me any further information.

NEURO: She made eye contact. Soft-spoken. Comments were appropriate to situation and again does attention seeking things related to her medical status.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Rosacea. Metronidazole cream 0.75% apply thin film to both cheeks a.m. and h.s. routinely and we will follow up with this in a couple of weeks.
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
