CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and followup for right knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his right knee pain is doing much better now and he is able to walk without any difficulty. There is no swelling in the legs.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or back pain.

RECTAL: Examination is unremarkable.
