CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after MRI of the left shoulder. The patient stated that his pain in the right shoulder is same and there is no relief. The pain level is 7 or 9 and usually the pain level is constantly 3 or 4. The patient denied falling down or injuring his right shoulder.
The patient had MRI of the right shoulder and it showed adhesive capsulitis of the right shoulder joint and also rotator cuff tear and tendinitis.
The patient stated that he is able to function as long as he does not lift, pull or push any objects and activities of daily living are also affected due to right shoulder pain. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, low back pain, or significant weight loss or weight gain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for kidney stone on the right side.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with family. He works a full-time job and it is usually not manual work. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes. No alcohol use or substance abuse. Otherwise, he is very active.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Right shoulder examination reveals significant tenderness of the rotator cuff anteriorly and range of movement is significantly reduced, especially rotation and abduction.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions were answered to his satisfaction. He verbalized full understanding. 
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
