NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

LABS: Lab testing in the office, strep and flu, both negative.
ASSESSMENT: Viral upper respiratory infection and cough.

PLAN: Advised mother on symptom management and we will provide Bromfed to assist with symptom control. Advised mother to follow up as needed and discharged the patient in stable condition.
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
