A 69-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD is being evaluated for face-to-face today. He also suffers from BPH, weight loss, generalized debility, disability, weakness, BPH, and renal insufficiency; he has a Foley catheter in place. He has lost weight. His KPS is 40%. Left arm MAC is at 25 cm. He continues to have decreased appetite. He also has a history of HIV; his CD4 count is not known to me at this time. He has extensive history of smoking and ETOH use in the past. Review of the records indicates that he is now only eating about 30% of his food. He has 2+ bilateral edema. His O2 sat is at 92% with 2 L of oxygen. Blood pressure is staying at 130/80 which is stable at this time with a pulse of 102. He has decreased skin turgor and shortness of breath with activity even with speaking for a long period of time. The patient states that his pain is managed properly at this time, he does not appear to be in pain. Overall, prognosis remains poor for Mr. Cook. Given his natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. His heart rate is 102, tachycardic, related to his severe COPD. Left arm MAC is now 17 compared to 25 initially per records.
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
