Ms. Grogan is a 95-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient weighs around 68 to 69 pounds, eats very little, severe malnutrition, bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency is the hallmark of her disease. She is totally bedbound. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has blood pressure of 100/60 with a MAC of 19.5 cm left side. She breathes very shallow, appears to be short of breath from time-to-time with change in her respiratory status. Her O2 saturation is hovering around 90 to 92% on room air today. She responds to her name from time-to-time. KPS has dropped down to 20% and her FAST score is at 7D. Linda, the patient’s niece, who is the primary caregiver, is aware of her grave prognosis. The patient’s hypertension and hyperlipidemia do not appear to be a huge issue at this time with her severe weight loss; the weight loss is unavoidable. Overall, prognosis remains quite poor. The patient is expected to expire within the next few weeks to months, definitely has less than six months to live. Review of the records showed sometimes her blood pressure drops down to 90 over palp and the nurses have not been able to obtain a good blood pressure because of her overall grave prognosis.
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
