Mr. Harrison is a 74-year-old gentleman with history of Alzheimer’s dementia currently on hospice with significant weight loss, ADL dependency. He has lost 35 pounds since November of last year. He has very little appetite. His care was discussed with Cindy, his caretaker, who tells me that he is now nonverbal, he does not speak. He is chair bound. They help him from the chair to the bed at nighttime. He is sleeping 14 to 16 hours at a time. His appetite is down to like 10 to 20%. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, total ADL dependent. He has KPS of 40% and review of the nursing records indicates that he has MAC on his left side of 20.5. The patient’s FAST score which is significant in patients with Alzheimer's dementia is now 7C. His other comorbidities also include hyperlipidemia, history of falls, recurrent urinary tract infection which is a hallmark of his disease, depression, hypertensive heart disease, and dementia in other diseases classified elsewhere, but again his Alzheimer's disease is his hospice diagnosis at this time. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He also has had a bout of constipation which was resolved with stool softeners.
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
