This is a 65-year-old woman currently on hospice with heart failure. She also suffers from atrial fibrillation. The patient was found to be short of breath. She has low ejection fraction. She belongs to American Heart Association Class IV which makes her short of breath at rest. She is O2 dependent. She has a heart rate of 100. O2 sats 92% on room air. Pedal edema associated with right-sided heart failure. She wears a diaper. She has cardiac cachexia and ADL dependency. She has orthopnea and PND. She uses two to three pillows every night. She has a KPS score of 40%, severe weakness associated with generalized debility. The patient’s review of the records indicates a MAC of 29.5 cm. The patient has no skin breakdown currently. Other comorbidities include also as well are idiopathic progressive neuropathy, abnormal weight loss, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, presence of automatic implantable cardiac defibrillator, and coronary angioplasty. The patient’s MAC at the time of admission was 32 cm on or about May 2024. KPS score of 40% reported once again. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
