Janice Daley has been seen at the office for thyroid condition over the last 21 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves’ disease.

2. Postoperative hypothyroidism.

3. Dyslipidemia.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.1 mg, six pills per week, simvastatin 40 mg daily, and alendronate 70 mg per week.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/70, weight 122 pounds, and BMI is 22. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact. There was a healed thyroidectomy scar with no neck lymphadenopathy.

Recent lab studies TSH 2.55, free T4 0.99, LDL 98, total cholesterol 168, HDL 52, and triglycerides 88.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism, Graves’ disease, and hyperlipidemia, overall controlled. She has a history of osteopenia and is currently on calcium, vitamin D, and Fosamax.

No further changes are made at this time and I have advised that you follow with her primary physician, as I retire at the end of March 2025.
