This is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. She is staying with her granddaughter, Rose, while her daughter is out of town. She has continued to lose weight. Last O2 saturation was in the 80s and the patient was started on oxygen. Her O2 saturation today is 83% on room air. The patient has a tendency to take her oxygen off. She is no longer able to ambulate. She is ADL dependent, total bowel and bladder incontinent. She also has had change in mental status to the point that she is difficult to arouse. Rose, her granddaughter, tells me last time this happened she had a urinary tract infection. I will go ahead to treat her for presumptive urinary tract infection at this time; this was communicated with our DON, Ms. Shakira. Her O2 sat is at 84% and her pulse is 112. She appears volume depleted. Her FAST score is 7C. She has tremendous amount of weight loss in the lower extremity as well as upper arms. She has temporal wasting. She eats very little, She has much diminished appetite; when she does eat, she has a tendency to aspirate. She is not tolerating oxygen supplementation, but family tries to keep it on her. The decreased oxygen is most likely related to hypoventilation and the patient’s current urinary tract infection. Macrodantin will be started at 100 mg twice a day for the next seven days. Increased disorientation, change in mental status is expected as her end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia is proceeding as well as the current urinary tract infection. Her blood pressure is 98/63 at this time. Overall condition is grave. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
