This is a 77-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient is no longer oriented to person. He is sleeping 16-18 hours a day. He is now on oxygen 2 liters to keep his O2 sat above 90% because of hypoventilation. Continues to lose weight. The patient’s recent MAC was reported at 18 cm on the right side. Skin appears dry. He uses his oxygen at 2 liters as I mentioned. His other comorbidities include besides Alzheimer’s dementia, unspecified dementia, hypertensive heart disease, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, difficulty with walking, age-related physical debility, abnormal gait, generalized anxiety, type II diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, and osteoarthritis. KPS of 40%. FAST score of 7C. Caregiver is Ed who is with him most of time. He reports the patient to be much more confused as I stated, no longer oriented to person, sleeping longer hours as I mentioned staying in bed, weight loss, and decreased appetite. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
