This is a 76-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient’s husband is her caregiver. The patient also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, chronic kidney disease with heart failure stage IIIB, atherosclerotic heart disease, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, hemiplegia and hemiparesis following a CVA. The patient is totally and completely ADL dependent. The patient is wheelchair bound, has lack of coordination, hyperlipidemia, and history of malignant neoplasm of the breast. The patient is short of breath at all times. Does not use oxygen. Her O2 sats in the low 90s; 92-94% today. Complains of pain in the lower extremity. Once again, no longer able to ambulate. She sleeps very little at night. She has a KPS score of 40%. Her FAST score is at 7C. Her husband states that she is confused at times, but sometimes her mental status improves. She definitely has issues with sundowner syndrome. She is in the New York Heart Association Heart Failure Class of IV with pedal edema, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. Blood pressure is 140/92 today and heart rate is 105. Review of the notes indicates that the patient has had increased pedal edema 2-3+. Oxygen available; she chooses not to use it. Right-sided weakness related to CVA remains the same. The patient has left arm circumference of 27 cm, poor appetite, poor hydration, and decreased nutritional status. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
