CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ear pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the left ear pain started bothering him for the past four to five days and pain level is 4 or 5, it comes and goes. There is no ear discharge.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, fever, cough, chills, exposure to infections or allergies.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of the tympanic membrane on the left side without any discharge. Oropharyngeal examination is otherwise unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.
