CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of cutting second and third fingers using knife in kitchen with bleeding from both incisions.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of CVA, cancer of her left pelvis, fractured left arm, not taking medications except for a blood thinner.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Lives alone. Husband is deceased. Seen at a funeral home with her church.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Negative cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Lacerations noted to the left second and third fingers distal phalanx dorsal aspect x 2 and 3 cm with slight bleeding.
Wounds are cleaned in Betadine solution with 1% Xylocaine given for anesthesia and closed with 4-0 Prolene x 4 and 3. Dressings applied.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Laceration to the left hand second and third fingers.
PLAN: To continue with pressure dressing and topical care. To follow up on Saturday for reevaluation and removal of sutures.
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
