This is an 84-year-old woman on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain associated with chronic pain, dementia, hypertension, congestive heart failure, and renal insufficiency. Today, she was found to have an O2 saturation of 92% on room air on exam, blood pressure of 154/89, pulse of 90. Her KPS has now dropped to 30%. Her FAST score is 7B. Her MAC was of 26 cm on or about August 2024 is now 14 cm left arm. She also has hypertensive heart disease, renal insufficiency, CHF, COPD, DJD, and atrial fibrillation. The patient is no longer oriented to person, place, or time. Because of her dementia, her weight loss is unavoidable. Her MAC is indicative of a severe weight loss. She eats very little maybe 5 to 10% of her meal. The patient has issues with swallowing and aspiration is a huge deal. Her seizures appear to be controlled with Lamictal. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
