Her blood pressure, which was elevated before, shows improvement. She is using her nebulizer at least three or four times a day. She develops shortness of breath with activity. She has difficulty with ambulation. The patient was found to be tachycardic with a pulse of 103 today. Her MAC is _______ and her KPS is at 40% at this time. The patient is showing definitely decline even though slow on hospice with her COPD, her activity level, her decreased appetite, and her diminished weight. Also, has bouts of confusion from time to time most likely related to her COPD and hypoxemia. We had a long conversation about her noncompliance with her blood pressure medication and she tells me that she is doing better, taking the medication on regular basis, both of them that she takes for blood pressure.
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
