This is an 88-year-old gentleman was seen today for removal of stitches above the right eye in his brow area. He took a fall about two weeks ago and the sutures needed to come out. The patient has six children. He lives with his daughter Isabel who is his third child. He has never been a heavy smoker or drinker.

He has dementia. He is on hospice with dementia. He also has a defibrillator and has congestive heart failure.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has a femur rod in his left leg and also he has had a hernia surgery.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Entresto 24/26 mg twice a day, aripiprazole 5 mg once a day, furosemide 40 mg once a day, sertraline 25 mg a day, Seroquel 25 mg at nighttime, digoxin 0.125 mg once a day, and metoprolol ER 50 mg once a day.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has had issues with weight loss of 20-30 pounds and bowel and bladder incontinence, confusion, sundowner syndrome, and also has a history of BPH.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: No swelling in the legs.

SKIN: No rash. There is bruising below the right eye and the sutures that were two weeks’ old.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: End-stage dementia, weight loss, bowel and bladder incontinence, sundowner syndrome, and confusion. He is also very hard of hearing. His sutures were removed today status post fall. No history of intracranial bleed. CHF appears to be controlled except he does have some wheezes and also he has had an oxygen at one time that has been discontinued.
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
