CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has pain in the left knee and it is bothersome especially upon exertion and the pain level is 4 or 5, but sometimes he also feels that the knee joint is giving out.
The patient also complained of right ear decreased hearing and he had this problem in the past. There is no ear discharge.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever or chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gastritis and he is on famotidine 20 mg once a day as needed.
SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has gastric bypass surgery and lumbar laminectomy.

ALLERGIES: None.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed. The patient *________* start taking COVID vaccinations.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient works fulltime job at a factory where he walks every day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals impacted cerumen in the right ear, otherwise unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

GENITAL: Examination reveals no hernia.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema. Left knee examination reveals minimal tenderness of the knee joint and weightbearing is most painful.
I had a long discussion with the wife regarding the patient’s treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
