CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of headache, neck pain, and followup for diabetes mellitus and followup after MRI of the brain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has constant headache mostly on the left side and the pain level is 3 or 4. The patient had MRI of the brain few months ago and the results were reviewed with the patient in detail and it showed lesion in the left hemisphere. Also there is lesion in the left internal carotid artery consistent with schnoma and left internal carotid artery cavernoma.

The patient also has high fasting blood glucose on the blood test and she is advised on low-carb diet. The patient has recent diagnosis of vitamin B12 deficiency.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three or four times as needed she has used for the past two weeks.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on Farxiga 10 mg one tablet a day, metformin 1000 mg one tablet twice a day and Ozempic injection 2 mg every week.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a single mother and *________*. The patient is a teacher. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and she is very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals left-sided headache without any other abnormality.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the left side of the neck just below the jaw. There is no palpable mass noted.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
