CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has six or seven days ago noted a clot in the urine. There is no burning sensation and after that he never had any problem. The patient has a history of prostatic enlargement.
The patient has history of hypercholesterolemia and he has *________* chest pain or short of breath.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for benign prostatic hypertrophy and he is on Avodart 0.5 mg tablet once a day. The patient has a history of esophageal mass and he is on Gleevec 100 mg tablet once a day.
The patient had a history of gastritis and he was on esomeprazole 20 mg once a day and he is not taking any more.
ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for coronary artery disease and diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with wife and all his children are married. The patient is a chiropractic physician. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

The patient is advised to continue high protein diet and bike exercises.
