HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with aunt, a 2-year-old very, very happy playful child with complaints of red bites all over hands, feet, ankles, and lower legs. States that she does play in yard very often and that she has an unknown number of stray animals as well as other animals in the yard, also pet dogs, cats and multiple families utilize multiple other animals as well and unknown status of their flea and tick treatment and unknown status of if any flea or tick treatment has been done on the yard and these bites have been shown up for the last two weeks at various stages that come and go. They have been trying Benadryl and Tylenol for comfort. No shortness of breath. No difficulty swallowing noted. No changes in play habits or diet.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and very playful child.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Shows multiple stages of healing wounds with red, erythema, raised center, marked with a shallow ground around in a circular motion, draining at this time and no pus is noted at this time. Multiple excoriation marks noted on the legs and arms also.
ASSESSMENT: Insect bites.
PLAN: Advised aunt to continue utilization of Benadryl and Tylenol for comfort and to have the yard treated for fleas, the animals treated for fleas. Aunt stated that they do not have the money to do that, but that they are all moving in one month and states that the animals will not be transferred over to the new place. Aunt was advised to follow up as needed and discharged in stable condition.
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
