Recently, he had stomach issues from October until December were he said he could not eat much at all and he lost 40 pounds. There after in November, he had a blood clot in the lung when he was admitted to Medical City Plano according to him it was removed through his groin probably umbilectomy. The patient was placed on Eliquis he is still on it. He is here for further prescription refill. While in the hospital, he had an endoscopy and he was diagnosed to have reflux disease.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. He also is on trazadone and hydroxyzine. He also takes Zebeta, metoprolol, and pantoprazole.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is a 44-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inch tall, weighing 265 pounds, BMI 38, and blood pressure 134/96.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Recent pulmonary embolism.

2. History of recent depression.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

4. History of sickle cell trait.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, and lipid. Continue his current medications.
