NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Followup for bronchitis.
2. Cough.
3. Myalgia.
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PLAN: The patient states he is doing better. He states that he completed all medication and just followup today. He was strongly advised to continue fluids to come back to the clinic if worse to go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
