PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Depo shots.
ALLERGIES: None. No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Not known.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period 01/09/2024 through 02/17/2024. No smoking. No drinking. No alcohol use. She has had different pregnancies, but they have been blighted ovum, never actually had a baby and she is 18 years old, she is working and she is out of high school.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

6. Treat with Macrobid.

7. Liver, abdomen, kidney, pelvic ultrasound and transabdominal within normal limits.

8. The patient is to follow up with her PCP regarding further bleeding.

9. If develops fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, or any other symptoms consistent with pyelo, she will come back in right away.
