CC: Return to facility.
HPI: A 94-year-old female who has had increased agitation and anxiety since return from hospital. The recommendation on discharge from the hospital was for hospice. After discussion, family agreed they want Excell Hospice who followed the patient’s husband and family was pleased with that care. The patient has returned, has been agitated, she has p.r.n. Ativan pill 0.5 mg q.6h. p.r.n. I have spoken to the floor nurse and instructed her to give the patient a dose. The nurse was aware that the patient had the medication, but was not making the judgment call despite her texting me that the patient was very upset and agitated with anxiety. So, after speaking with her, she has given her one dose and notes that the patient now is starting to quiet down and appear to relax. The patient is now under Excell care and comfort measures are being put in place and I am signing for Roxanol 20 mg/mL and she will be receiving 0.25 mL SL q.4h. p.r.n. and Norco 7.5/325 mg one-half tablet p.o. q.a.m. and h.s. routine and b.i.d. p.r.n. and Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL 0.25 mL SL q.6h. p.r.n. for restless anxiety or insomnia. We will monitor the patient’s response to these ordered doses and we will adjust them as needed. The patient is returning from the hospital with a diagnosis of T5 vertebral compression fracture and she has high level of pain.
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
